REFLECTION by Fr Michael Tate 

The Rainbow 

The Rainbow is God’s signature to a treaty with humankind. On God’s part, material forces will never 
be sent to annihilate human beings as a punishment for wrongdoing. On our part, as humans made in 
the likeness of God, we are to image God’s rainbow relationship to nature.   

This is the Divine Treaty basis of our responsibility for the environment. We undertake not to engage 
in practices or support policies which could severely damage the fragile ecology which supports life on 
our planet. The deforestation of the slopes of the Himalayas, leading to floods which kill thousands, is 
a catastrophic example.  

And, gazing at the rainbow, we can pray for our planet, for the human beings and all other creatures 
who inhabit it, and quite often for ourselves at a deep personal level. For we know that, just as after a 
storm and dark clouds, light penetrates the misty sky and the beautiful bow of colour appears, the 
same phenomenon can occur in our own lives.  

We could take a moment to pray that the rainbow will appear, perhaps for ourselves, perhaps for 
others we know who are going through a stormy time.
