Dear Friends, OF MELBOURNE

It is welcome news that the first batches of the Pfizer vaccine have arrived in Australia. Soon the most
vulnerable people in our country — our frontline workers and those at greatest risk — will receive their first
dose against the COVID-19 virus. | will be grateful to receive a vaccination when my turn in the staged
roll-out comes around.

None of the vaccines are a cure for COVID-19, but indications are that they provide a significant measure
of protection from the worst effects of the virus, for the time being. For the common good, it is
appropriate that our governments work together to roll out a nation-wide process of vaccination for all
residents.

Likewise, for the common good, everyone should respect the decisions of individuals who, for medical,
safety or moral reasons, are not ready to receive a vaccination immediately.

At this early stage in measuring the longer-term effectiveness and safety of each of the COVID-19 vaccines,
calls for a ‘No jab, no service’ policy would be unjust. The Catholic Bishops have already endorsed efforts
to offer a vaccination as soon as possible to all who can safely receive one.
